The Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) is planning to perform a sign replacement project
on Interstate 17 beginning at milepost 279.0, extending east for 61 miles and ending just south of the
Interstate 17 intersection with Forest Meadows Street at milepost 340.3. The project area is located in
Yavapai County and Coconino County, Arizona (Figure 1 and Figure 2).

The signs currently located along Interstate 17 are losing their reflective properties making them
difficult to see by drivers using Interstate 17. The purpose of this project is to increase the visibility of
these signs for drivers and to increase driver awareness. To complete this project, ADOT will:

- ®  Replace all the signs and hardware along this stretch of the Interstate 17
= Replace sign foundations as needed
= Remove signs as needed

No new right-of-way will be required for this project. Construction is currently anticipated to begin in
June 2009, and will last up to approximately 2 years. There will not l1kely be any lane closures. All
construction work-is-planned to occur during day light hours. e
